Absence 
 
If your child needs to be absent from pre-school 
for any reason, please let us know by 
telephoning or sending us an email before their 
session is due to start.   

If your child is absent due to sickness or 
diarrhea, you will need to keep them at home 
for 48 hours from the last episode. 

If your child has a temperature (fever over 37), 
they cannot return to pre-school until they have 
been fever free (un-medicated) for at least 24 
hours. 

 

Please ensure that you bring / collect your child to / 

from pre-school on time each session they attend to 

avoid being charged.  If you are going to be late or 

need to collect your child early (before the session 

ends), please give us sufficient notice and / or 

arrange for someone else to collect your child if 

possible.
